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Regulations of
All Europe Taekwon-do Federation Revisory Commission 
In cadence 2009-2012
I

1. RC is controlling commission of the AETF Board of Directors and works on the basis of AETF constitution and regulations approved by AETF Congress.
2. RC includes 3-5 members they’ve been chosen by Congress for 4 years. Chairman and secretary are chosen by RC.

3. Members of RC perform their functions in the form of voluntary work.

4. The main aim of the RC is to supervise the activity of AETF Board of Directors, and especially financial matters.

5. The tasks of RC are:

a) to control the AETF activity and its compositions regarding managing  and accordance with law, constitution and resolutions of AETF structure.

b) to approve of AETF financial reports 

c) to present to AETF motions regarding inspections

d) to participate in Board of Directors meetings with advisory capacity 

e) to respond to all requests of AETF members concerning breadth of RC acting.

II
1. RC members, who evade performing the duties they have accepted, and unjustifiably do not participate in  RC meetings and on control activity in a period of 24 months, may be suspended in the membership rights of this authorities until the next Congress.

2. Resolution on suspension is passed by RC members having performed the explanatory proceedings.

3. RC is entitled to co-opt new members instead of those, who withdraw or have been dismissed during the current cadence. Number of co-opted members cannot exceed 1/3 of primary elected persons. 

4. In case that the Chairman of Revisory Commission is dismissed or resigns the other RC members can choose new Chairman. Election in this case is called by RC Secretary and they cannot be later than a month before the annual control of activities of the Federation. When votes are equal, the Secretary has the final vote.

III

Resolutions of Revisory Commission are passed by simple majority of votes, 
with at least ½ members of the Board present. In a case of equality of votes, the 
Chairman’s vote is decisive.

IV

1. Chairman of RC or authorized RC member may take part in BD meetings or other organs of Federation with advisory capacity.

2. Members of RC can receive for participation in BD meetings allowance for travel expanses according to the receipt, but not more than 300 Euro for person and accommodation expanses.

3. At the Board of Directors meeting can take part also other members of Revisory Commission, but in case of participation of major number of members, allowance will be paid only for this member, who was authorized by Chairman of RC. That amount will be not paid, if RC member didn’t participate in entire meeting. 

V
1. After closing of the account year, for Chairman of Revisory Commission and persons chosen by him will receive a financial report made by AETF Secretary General for consideration. To Chairman of Revisory Commission will also receive a motion for inspection and approval of financial reports.

2. To chairman of Revisory Commission and members be chosen by him, will be sent the minutes of the Board of Directors meeting.

VI
1. The Revisory Commission carries out the inspection of whole scope of AETF activity, particularly taking into consideration the financial management with regard to its expediency, efficiency and economy. The inspection takes place after closing of the account year.

2. In the inspection can take part maximum 2 members of the Revisory Commission. Each of those persons will receive allowance for travel and accommodation expanses, according to the receipt, but not more than 300 Euro for person. One inspection cannot be longer than 3 days.

3. Reports from inspections are submitted by Revisory Commission to the Board of Directors. Revisory Commission is entitled to apply to Board of Directors, resulting from the findings of the inspection and demanding explanations and removal of irregularities.

4. Reports from inspection are signed by Chairman of Revisory Commission and RC members which took part.

5. In case that misstatement will not be dismissed in appointed term, Chairman of Revisory Commission can call Congress to present reports after inspection.

VII
Revisory Commission after its cadence submits to the Congress report about Board of Directors activity with motion for discharging or not discharging of Board of Directors. This report should be signed by Chairman.

VIII
Each member of All Europe Taekwon-do Federation can submit to the Revisory Commission requests about its activity, for those should receive answer in term of 30 days.
