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REGULATIONS OF ACTIVITY A.E.T.F. BOARD OF DIRECTORS

IN CADENCE 2009-2012
§ 1.

AETF Board of Directors, works on the basis of Constitution and present Regulation. 

§ 2.

AETF Board of Directors consist 9 members, including President, Vice-president, Secretary General and 6 members.

§ 3.
Term of A.E.T.F Board of Directors lasts four years. Voting should be done by secret or open ballot depending on Congress resolution.

§ 4.

The members of the Board of Directors will offer their services honorary, with the exception of President and General Secretary. Nevertheless, their travelling and accommodation expenses in the case of official meetings may be covered by the A.E.T.F.

§ 6.

Resolutions of the Board of Directors are taken by the majority of votes. At least ½ of the Board members has to be present including the President or Vice-President.

In case of equality of votes, Chairman’s vote is decisive.  

§ 7.

In case of vacancy, the Board of Directors may call the first not elected candidate of the last elections and so on. 

If it’s not possible, Board of Directors is entitled to co-opt new members instead of those, who withdraw during the current cadence. Number of co-opted members can not exceed 1/3 of primary elected persons.

§ 8.

1. Board of Directors members, who evade performing the duties they have accepted, and unjustifiably do not participate in  RC meetings or are inactive within a period of 24 months, may be suspended in the membership rights of this authorities until the next Congress.
2. Resolution on suspension is passed by Board of Directors having performed the explanatory proceedings. 

§ 9.

Do Board of Director’s duties are:

a) Realization of resolutions of the Congress.

b) Applying with present proposals of technical, sport and organizational regulations to the International TKD Federation.

c) Managing of AETF’s property and funds.

d) Determining the price of annual, entry, and other fees.

e) Coordination of the championships in Europe.

f) Giving organizations rights to organize European Junior and Senior Championships.

g) Indicating which members of the European teams will represent Europe in intercontinental competitions.

h) Nominating and dismissing of the Committees members.

i) Making the resolutions about receiving or ceasing the membership.

j) Calling the Congress.

k) Solving the contentions related to A.E.T.F. and its members activity.

l) The Board of Directors may bestow distinctions (medals, diplomas, cups etc.) on to persons who have rendered special services to the development of Taekwon- Do.
m) Others, which do not belong to competences of the remaining A.E.T.F. authorities.

§ 10.

The BD are obliged to reply to any email communications from AETF HQ confirming receipt of the email and with their decision (if required) within a maximum period of 2 weeks (14 days).

§ 11.

For matters which are not included in the present Constitution, the Board of Directors may take action in accordance with the decisions of the Congress or take the necessary decision which must then be submitted for approval to the next Congress. 

§ 12.
The Board of Directors will discuss the items of the Agenda which have been established by the President and the Secretary General, and about the urgent matters. Every decision must be ratified at the next Congress.

§ 13
Sessions of the AETF Board of Directors are held whenever necessary, but not less than once a year.

First meeting will be held in January. There will be considered: 
1. Summation of activity in current year.

a) President

b) Committees

2. Approval of financial report.

3. Approval of minutes from last BD meeting.
4. Approval of calendar of events for next year.
5. Affiliation of new members.
6. Consideration of applications concerning hosting European Championships and European Cup.
7. Consideration of applications for referee courses and technical seminars.
8. Approval of AETF expenses for next year.
9. Other matters.
10. Fixing the date for next Board of Directors meeting.
Second meeting can be held during European Championships. There will be considered: 

1. Summation of activity in first half of a year.

2. Corrections of expenses.
3. Hosting of European Championships.

4. Approval of minutes from last BD meeting.
5. Consideration of motions from members.
6. Affiliation of new members.
7. Other matters.
8. Fixing the date for next Board of Directors meeting.
§ 14.
1. Minutes have to be taken during all BD meetings. Minutes are kept by minute’s keeper and sighed by Chairman of meeting and minute’s keeper. Minutes must be read off on the next Board of Directors meeting and must be approved by AETF BD members. 

2. Resolutions of Board of Directors are realized by an office managed by President. 

3. In the time between Board of Director’s meetings, activity of the Federation is managed by President.

Regulations of Board of Directors must be accepted by AETF Congress.
