The championships will be played according to the Rules of ITF and PTA, separately for women and men in following categories: 
Age categories:
· Juniors: 14-17 years (born in 1994, 1993, 1992, 1991, 1990)

· Seniors: 18 years and above (born in 1990 and earlier)

* The year of birth will determine the age of competitors
* Competitors born in 1990 can compete only in one age category and have to declare the chosen category on the application. 
Groups in patterns:
· Advanced: 1st – 6th Degree
· Color belts: 4th to 1st Cup 
Groups in sparring:

· Advanced: 1st Cup – 6th Degree
· Color belts: 4th – 1st Cup
