Since 2007, when Hellas  is competing and fighting, at international level, against all the odds, in the ITF and AETF, Master Pantelis with his position as a coach of the NATIONAL TEAM (others call it HELLENIC TEAM ....) performed and showed his superiority, putting glasses to everyone who criticized him but ….

He was the one, who believed in the vision of ELET and EOMT and the possibility they gave to ITF Hellenic National Associations competing in international tournaments and Championships.
