IV. Team

Clubs can apply to each competition team in pattern and sparring up to 1 team for pattern and 1team for sparring. Clubs can have 1 woman team and 1 man team.

TUL – team

Each team (5 competitors) does together one pattern of optional and one patter of compulsory exercises. The compulsory line-up is set according to the lowest technical level in the team. The team can start in any formation, the members can exercise together or separately, but the team cooperation must be obvious.
MATSOGI – team

Each team (men/women of any weight category and technical level, but at max. one member of each weight category) consists of 5 members and one backup (optional).
 A team can consist only of junior and senior categories.

V. Rules
The rules of I.T.F. will be valid in this competition.

VI. Coach
Each competitor, who starts in the wrestle category, has to be accompanied by a coach older than 18 years wearing the clothes according to the rules of I.T.F.

VII. Umpire
Each school or club provides at least 2 umpires. If the club does not so, they will be charged the expenses of providing another umpire 500,- Kč.

Each umpire will be wearing the clothes according to the rules of I.T.F.

The accommodation form 20 July to 21 July for the umpires will be provided.

VIII. Trophies
The competitors winning 1st, 2nd and 3rd price will be awarded medals and diplomas. The most successful competitors from each group will be awarded a cup, as well as the most successful club.

IX. Other arrangements
Each competitor must have a valid medical examination with a health certificate not older than 12 months according to the legislation of the Czech Republic.
